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1. Proposed General Operating Budget for the Colonial Intermediate Unit 20

for 2009-2010 School Year

INFORMATION:

The Colonial Intermediate Unit 20’s Proposed General Operating Budget for the 2009-

2010 school year has been submitted to the component schools districts for approval.

The budget includes administrative services, curriculum and instructional services,

management services, instructional materials services, and ancillary programs totaling

$2,912,140. A comparison with the current year is shown herein:

Increase     $     89,560

The overall increase in the Colonial Intermediate Unit 20’s Proposed General Operating

Budget for the 2009-2010 school year is 3.17 percent. The total portion of that budget to

be withheld from school districts is $511,990. The share for each district will fluctuate

based on changes in weighted average daily memberships and market values. The

Bethlehem Area School District’s contribution for 2009-2010 will be the sum of

$102,796.35. This is an increase of $2,963.00 or 2.97 percent.

The Bethlehem Area School District’s share of the Northampton Community College’s

2009-2010 Proposed Budget is $2,038,668 as compared to $1,980,317 for the 2008-2009

school year. This is an increase of $58,351 or 2.95 percent.

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3. Pool Grate Covers Update

INFORMATION:

The Virginia Graeme Baker Pool Safety Act was signed into law on December 19, 2007.
This legislation addresses entrapment hazards of every commercial and public pool in the
nation. Retaining a design professional to examine drain compliance issues and to offer
appropriate solutions to resolve identified deficiencies is needed to obtain Virginia
Graeme Baker compliance. The initial procedure required for compliance involves a
complete assessment of the profiles and interior dimensions of all drain assemblies. The
federal government and the local health department will accept this action as an effort to
bring district pools into compliance, and delay any action to close district pool operation.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board of School Directors authorizes the administration to retain the services of
Wallover Architects to conduct a review analysis of Virginia Graeme Baker compliance
issues at both district pools at a cost not to exceed $5,000.

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4. High School Science Sequence Revisions

INFORMATION:

At the February 9, 2009, Board Curriculum Committee Meeting, the combined science

departments of both high schools, along with the Supervisor of Science, presented their

draft for the new science sequence for high school students. The combined departments

have studied the course offerings of other school districts, analyzed the Pennsylvania

Department of Education Eligible Content for the Science PSSA test, and communicated

with higher education science faculty, informal science educators, and local industry to

determine the best sequence to prepare our students for the PSSA, future scientific study,

and success in an increasingly scientific world. The committee’s recommendation is to

mandate a fourth credit of science for all students in the Bethlehem Area School District,

and to modify the science sequence for all students as noted below.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board of School Directors approves that the science sequence at both high

schools be modified as follows:

a. All students will be required to take four credits of science, beginning with the Class

of 2013.

b. Honors students will take science courses in the following sequence:  Honors

Biology, AP Chemistry, AP Physics, Honors Anatomy and Physiology.

c. All other students will take science courses in the following sequence:  Biology,

Earth and Environmental Sciences, Chemistry, and either Physics or other science

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LENGTH OF AGREEMENT

The Agreement shall be in effect from July 1, 2008, through June 30, 2010.

LEAVES OF ABSENCE

 1. Personal Day

Employees in Group 1 shall be granted one unrestricted personal day and employees in Group 2 shall be

granted two unrestricted personal days per year not deductible from sick leave. Such requests shall be

made on the approved form to the superintendent of schools at least 24 hours in advance. No reason for

the absence need be cited. No more than five percent shall be eligible for this privilege on any one day.

 2. Emergency Day

Employees in Groups 1 and 2 shall be granted two emergency days per year deductible from sick leave.

Any portion of a day that is taken as an emergency absence day shall count as a full day. The following

procedure shall apply:

(a) Requests shall be submitted on the approval form to the immediate supervisor at least 24 hours in

advance unless the nature of the emergency makes advance notification impossible.

(b) Requests for emergency absence days for reasons listed in Groups 1 and 2 below shall be

automatically approved by the appropriate representative of the superintendent of schools, except

Item 9, Group 2, which shall be approved by the superintendent.

Group 1:  Emergencies

1. Non-local doctor appointments.

2. Court appearance other than subpoena or jury duty.

3. Birth of a child.

4. Illness in immediate family (for definition of immediate family refer to "death in family" next

page).

5. Home or property damage resulting from fire, flood, lightning, collision.

Group 2:  Personal Responsibilities

1. Change of residence.

2. Closing purchase of family residence.

3. Graduation from college of immediate family member.

4. Marriage (the day of the marriage and the day prior to or following the marriage).

5. Election day (for election officials only).

6. Transaction of legal business.

7. Obligatory religious observances.

8. Selective service pre-induction and induction requirements.

9. Any legitimate request not listed above approved by the superintendent.

 3. Death in Family

Absence on account of death in the immediate family or household, from the date of death until and

including one day after the funeral, shall be recompensed at full salary. Immediate family shall be

defined as father, mother, brother, sister, son, daughter, husband, wife, parent-in-law, step-mother, step-

father, grandfather, grandmother, grandson, granddaughter, son-in-law, daughter-in-law, or near relative

who resides in the same household, or any person with whom employee has his/her home at time of

death.

One day of absence on account of the funeral of a near relative shall be recompensed at full salary. Near

relative shall be defined as first cousin, aunt, uncle, niece, nephew, step-brother, step-sister, brother-in-

law and sister-in-law. This does not include uncle-in-law, aunt-in-law, nephew-in-law, and niece-in-law.

 4. Jury Duty

Employees who are absent for jury duty shall receive full pay for the day or days absent, less any

compensation paid for such jury services. To accomplish this, the employee shall be paid his or her

regular salary and shall endorse to the board any warrant or voucher received for jury duty.

 5. Leave

An employee, upon request, shall be granted leave of absence without pay to campaign for public office

provided such campaign activities interfere with their assigned duties. The employee shall make the

request for the leave of absence at least thirty days prior to the date of such leave. If elected, and upon

assuming public office, the leave of absence shall terminate.

Leave will be granted to employees who serve in the Peace Corps or VISTA. Other programs shall be

subject to the approval of the board on an individual basis, and if granted, will be with a leave of

absence.

All benefits shall be reinstated immediately upon return from any approved leave of absence.

 6. Maternity Leave

The school district will grant a leave of absence to a female employee who becomes pregnant. Such a

leave shall be for a maximum of two years from the July 1 following the date leave commenced.

As soon as the employee determines that she is pregnant, she must notify the superintendent, in writing,

with a statement from her physician of the approximate date of delivery.

The employee must notify the superintendent, in writing, by the end of her fifth month of pregnancy of

the date she wishes to commence her leave of absence. Such notice must include a written statement

from her physician attesting the employee's ability to continue performing the schedule of her duties and

responsibilities. She will be permitted to continue on active duty until such date, provided she performs

the full duties and responsibilities of her position.

The employee may return at any time during the leave of absence provided she notifies the

superintendent, in writing, at least 30 working days prior to the date she wishes to return and furnishes a

statement from her physician attesting to her ability to resume the full performance of her duties and

responsibilities. If an employee fails to notify the superintendent within 30 working days prior to the

expiration of such leave or provides notice and fails to return within 24 months from July 1 following

the date leave commenced, she shall be deemed to have resigned and the obligation of the school district

to provide a position for her will cease. Such a maternity leave will be without pay and other benefits. In

case of miscarriage or death of the infant during the maternity leave, the employee will be eligible

immediately for reinstatement when an opening exists in the same or equivalent position, waiving the 30

working days notice requirement but not the physician's statement.

Upon returning, the employee shall be placed in the same position that she held at the time said leave

commenced, if available; if not, to an equivalent position for which she is qualified. All benefits shall be

reinstated upon her return.

Any employee who is granted a maternity leave shall be properly certified before she can return to an

active position with the school district.
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 7. Adoption Leave
The school district will grant a leave of absence without pay or benefits to an employee who adopts a
child. Such leave shall be for a maximum of two years from July 1st following the date leave
commenced.

As soon as the employee determines that he/she is to adopt a child, he/she must notify the
superintendent, in writing, with a statement from the adoption agency indicating the approximate date of
adoption. The employee must notify the superintendent, in writing, as soon as possible as to the date
he/she wishes to commence the leave of absence.

The employee may return at any time during the leave of absence provided he/she notifies the
superintendent, in writing, at least 30 working days prior to the date he/she wishes to return.

If an employee fails to notify the superintendent within 30 working days prior to the expiration of such
leave or provides notice and fails to return within 24 months from July 1st following the date leave
commenced, the employee shall be deemed to have resigned and the obligation of the school district to
provide a position for the employee will cease.

Such adoption will be without pay and other benefits. Upon returning, the employee shall be placed in
the same position that employee held at the time said leave commenced, if available; if not, to an
equivalent position for which employee is qualified. All benefits shall be reinstated upon his/her return.

8. Reimbursement for Organizational Dues
Effective July 1, 1995, payment for membership dues to professional organizations will be reimbursed
for employees in Categories B-M up to $150 per year; and, effective July 1, 1998, $250 for employees
in Category A. Requests for organizations that do not appear on the authorized list must be submitted to
your immediate supervisor for approval. All payment requests must be approved by your cabinet
member (Exhibit D).

 9. Tuition Loan Program
A tuition loan program is available for full-time employees taking courses at two-year or four-year
degree granting universities or colleges to improve professional competence. The courses taken must
relate to the employee's job in the district, except as identified below, with such determination being
made by the superintendent of schools or his/her designee. All course work needs to be pre-approved. A
“B” or better needs to be earned or successful completion needs to be submitted to the superintendent of
schools or his/her designee for reimbursement. Full-time employees will be allowed reimbursement for a
maximum of twelve credits per contract year at the Kutztown University graduate rate. Credit and
noncredit courses must be directly related to the individual’s job. In the event an employee is required to
take a non-job-related course to complete a job-related degree, formal documentation from the college
verifying the individual’s acceptance into a degree program must be provided, and the college must
verify that the course is required for the degree program. If the individual leaves the district within one
year of completion of a course for which reimbursement was authorized, the employee owes the district
100 percent of the amount received. If an individual leaves after one year, but before two years, the
individual owes the district 75 percent of the amount received. Each additional year of service reduces
the amount by 25 percent.
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SICK LEAVE, HEALTH AND WELFARE BENEFITS

 1. Sick Leave
On July 1 of the fiscal year, each employee in Group 1 shall be credited with a 13 day sick leave and
each employee in Groups 2 and 3 shall be credited with an 11 day sick leave allowance. The unused
portion of such allowance shall be accumulated from year-to-year without limitation. Employees must
use their accumulated sick leave prior to the onset of the disability income protection plan.

2. Income Protection
It is agreed that the board, upon completion of the use of the above sick leave, will pay to the employees
in Groups 1 and 2, 70 % of their regular salary for a period of four weeks. Upon completion of this time
period, the board will pay 50% of employee’s salary per week for weeks 5 through 48 for employees in
Group 1, and 50% of salary per week for weeks 5 through 40 for employees in Group 2. This 52/44
week guaranteed income will be governed by the conditions and clauses incorporated in the pamphlet
published by the board relative to income protection. After 5 months of benefits, the employee must
show evidence of application for social security disability benefits. Seventy percent of gross salary is the
maximum total benefit, including any social security benefit.

 3. Hospitalization
The preferred provider organization group (PPO) or Blue Cross/Major Medical coverage will be paid by
the board for employees and their dependents, including full-time students up to 23 years of age. Major
medical coverage will be subject to a $1,000,000 limit.

Employees who earn less than $40,000 per year shall contribute through payroll deductions $13
per pay period for single coverage, $14 per pay for two person coverage, and $16 per pay for a
family coverage toward their medical premiums.

Effective July 1, 2008 employees who earn $40,000 and above shall contribute through payroll
deductions $20 per pay for single coverage, $22 per pay for two person coverage, and $24 per pay
for family coverage towards their medical premiums (Blue Cross/Blue Shield, Major Medical,
Dental and Prescription Plans).

Effective July 1, 2009 employees who earn $40,000 and above shall contribute through payroll
deductions $22 per pay for single coverage, $24 per pay for two person coverage, and $26 per pay
for family coverage towards their medical premiums (Blue Cross/Blue Shield, Major Medical,
Dental and Prescription Plans).

Effective July 1, 2009 the major medical deductible shall be $175 annually for employees who earn
less than $40,000 per year and $250 annually for employees who earn $40,000 and above per year.
(Note:  Calculation is based on the salary in effect as of July 1.)  After the deductible has been
paid, the cost for covered expenses will be shared 80% by the plan, and 20% by the employee. The
20% will be capped at $2,400 annually per covered employee. Reimbursement for covered
expenses that exceed the annual cap will be at 100%, not to exceed the plan's maximum lifetime
benefit.

Employees will be provided Emergency Medical Care. Effective July 1, 2001, employees will be
provided with Outpatient Medical Care.
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Any employee may request to enroll or change their medical plan on a yearly basis. The enrollment
period for changing medical plans begins May 1 through May 31 of each year, with an effective date of
change on September 1.

4. Life Insurance
The Board will provide term life insurance coverage for all employees in accordance with the following
schedule:

Nearest $1,000 to 2.5 times the salary with minimum of $10,000.

 5. Dental Insurance
The board will pay the full cost of the dental plan, up to a maximum of $2,000 per covered individual, as
explained in the Non-instructional Meet and Discuss Dental Expense Benefits Booklet. You may obtain
a copy of this booklet through the Human Resource Office.

 6. Prescription Drug Program
Members of the Non-instructional Meet and Discuss group and their dependents, including full-time
college students up to 23 years of age, shall be provided a prescription plan. The plan will provide
generic drugs, unless specifically prohibited by the physician, and will require the employee to pay
$10.00 deductible for each prescription or refill. Oral contraceptives shall be covered under the
prescription plan.

7. Wellness Program
Each employee in Groups 1 and 2 is encouraged to complete an annual physical examination. For each
employee, a sum of up to $500 may be used for the employeeÕs cost which exceed the allowance and/or
payments made by the districtÕs medical benefits or any other hospital and/or doctor plan by which the
employee is covered. Funds may be used for diagnostic tests such as eye and hearing examinations, but
may not include reimbursement for the employeeÕs contributions to the districtÕs medical premiums or
for lenses.

8. Long-term Disability Insurance
Employees may participate in a long-term disability insurance program at no cost to the district other
than administering the payroll deduction.

SEVERANCE/RETIREMENT BENEFITS

To be eligible for this severance payment, an employee shall meet at least one (1) of the following criteria: (a)
Have served ten (10) or more years in the Bethlehem Area School District and be at least fifty-two (52) years of
age; or (b) Have served ten (10) or more years in the Bethlehem Area School District and have accrued a
minimum of thirty (30) years of credited service in the Public School Employees' Retirement System regardless
of age.
1. Employees retiring in Groups 1 and 2 will have the following options:

Option 1:  Upon retirement, the employee may receive a severance benefit for unused sick days up to
150 days at the rate of 1/3 of an individualÕs per diem pay or $60, whichever is greater. Accumulated
sick leave in excess of 150 days shall be credited towards the purchase of health care benefits with the
same provisions/benefits that members of Non-instructional Meet and Discuss receive, including any
future changes, at the rate of 1/3 of an individualÕs per diem pay or $60, whichever is greater.
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Option 2:  Upon retirement, the employee may exchange all of his/her unused sick days for credit
towards the purchase of the health care benefits with the same provisions/benefits that members of Non-
instructional Meet and Discuss receive, including any future changes. The employee’s decision to
exchange the severance payment for unused sick days for credit toward the health care benefits at the
rate of 1/3 of an individual’s per diem pay or $60, whichever is greater, must be included in the
employee’s formal letter of retirement.

2. Purchase of Health Care Upon Retirement
Effective July 1, 1985, employees electing retirement without penalty (superannuation retirement) may
elect to subscribe to and pay for the preferred provider organization group (PPO) or Blue Cross/Major
Medical coverage (medical benefits) until Medicare eligibility is attained. Failure to make payments on
a timely basis as required by the administration will result in discontinuation of coverage. Employees
forfeiting their right to enroll at retirement may not subsequently enroll.

Employees shall be billed for group medical benefits coverage on a timely basis according to their
status:  Individual, Two Person, or Family.

3. Retirees with Spouses Employed by the District
Non-instructional Meet and Discuss member retirees, who have a spouse employed by the Bethlehem
Area School District whose employment continues subsequent to the effective retirement date of the
Meet and Discuss Unit member retiree, shall be permitted to maintain medical benefits coverage through
said spouse. Should said spouse decease while employed by or sever employment with the Bethlehem
Area School District for any reason, the member retiree may elect to subscribe and to pay for continuous
medical benefits coverage until Medicare eligibility is attained.

4. Tax Sheltered Account Retirement Benefit

The value of all unused leave not being applied to retiree health coverage accrued at the time of

termination of employment or payable after March 1, 2009, shall be contributed as an employer

contribution by the school district into a Section 403(b) tax sheltered account of the employee’s

choice up to the amount permissible by law. Any amounts in excess of the shelter limit will be

contributed in subsequent tax years up to the amount permissible by law, payable on the first

business day of the new tax year. In no case will any unused sick leave not being applied to retiree

health coverage be paid directly to the employee.

TRAVEL EXPENSES
Employees who are required to drive their own vehicle in the course of their employment on behalf of the
school district shall be compensated at the established district rate per mile.

PAYROLL DEDUCTIONS
 1. Authorization for group membership dues deduction shall continue in effect until revoked by the

employee on a form available from the group.
(a) Revocation filed after September 1 shall be effective until the first paycheck in the following

school year.
(b) The right to refund money to employees under such authorization shall be solely with the group.
(c) The group agrees to reimburse any employee for the amount of dues deducted by the district and

paid to the group which was done in error.
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 2. Upon authorization of the employee, for Educator's Health and Accident Insurance, for U.S. Savings
Bonds, for United Fund, for investment in or the repayment of loans to the local Teachers' Credit Union,
for tax sheltered annuities, and for professional dues for the local, state, and national education
association, the District will make authorized deductions.

VACATION

1. Twenty (20) days' vacation with full pay will be granted employees in Group 1 after 12 months
satisfactory employment. Vacation is accrued at the rate of 1.66 days per month and may be taken in the
first year as it is accrued only with the approval of the superintendent.

The superintendent's memo of 5/24/79 continues to be applicable in that "five days of
unused vacation may be carried forward for use in the following year, beginning July 1.
If not used during that year, the five days will be lost."

 2. Members are permitted to use vacation time, which has been properly accrued and certified to, over a
period of fourteen months (July 1 through August 31) rather than the present twelve-month period.
Requests for specific vacation dates are subject to prior approval of the superintendent of schools or
his/her designee (board approved 6/18/79).

No vacation is earned during a leave of absence or while on income protection.

NOTE:  Unused vacation carry-over can be saved for payment at the termination of employment. A
maximum of 20 original days and 5 carry-over days are applicable.

HOLIDAY
For employees in Groups 1, 2 and 3, the holiday schedule shall be the annual schedule as adopted by the board.
Those holidays shall be as follows:

• Fourth of July Observance
• Labor Day
• Thanksgiving Day and the following Friday
• Christmas through New YearÕs Holiday
• PresidentÕs Day
• Easter Holiday
• Memorial Day

PLEASE NOTE: This ÒHoliday CalendarÓ is subject to all conditions, stipulations, and changes
mandated by the Official School District Calendar adopted by the Board of School Directors.

Employees in Groups 2 and 3 will not receive Fourth of July Observance as a paid holiday. In addition,
Non-instructional Meet and Discuss Personnel will be granted two off-duty days. The days are to be
taken uniformly and will be mutually agreed upon with the administration.
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SECTION 125 PLAN
The district shall adopt an IRS Section 125 Plan and shall make available to members of the
bargaining unit a Section 125 Flexible Spending Account program for Medical and Dependent Care
Expenses beginning no later than March 1, 2009. The open enrollment period for participation shall
begin October 15 each year and end November 30 each year. The employee will determine their
amount of contribution during the enrollment period and will not be allowed to change the amount
or drop out of the plan during the year unless he or she experiences a verifiable change in family
status. The Medical Maximum shall be $3,000.00 annually; the Dependent Care Maximum shall be
the maximum permitted by IRS regulation. At no time will the district provide any financial support
for the cost of the Section 125 Plan administration. By law, the employee forfeits any unspent funds
in the account at the end of the year.

COMPENSATION

The salary schedule for each year will be established by using the following Category A, Step 15 salary:

July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2009 - $80,455

July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010 - $82,490

Effective with the beginning of the 2009-2010 year; which shall be July 1, 2009, Hall Monitors will work

190 days per year. These days shall be the days students are actually attending classroom instruction and

days immediately prior to and after the days students are attending classroom instruction, as scheduled

by the building principal. The salary for Hall Monitors commencing July 1, 2009 will be 190 divided by

218 multiplied by the salary determined using the percentages of Category A Step 15 applied to the Non-

Instructional Meet and Discuss Schedule

LONGEVITY

Employees in selected categories will receive a non-cumulative adjustment to their annual salary for

longevity/experience after completion of the identified years of continuous service with the Bethlehem

Area School District, by Category, as described in the chart directly following this paragraph.

Implementation of this supplement will commence July 1, 2008. Longevity pay will only become part of

the salary on July 1 after the completion of the identified years of service. The longevity supplement is

provided for the categories below and will be as follows:

Years 16-20 - $300

Years 21-24 - $600

Years 25- 29 - $900

Years 30 or more - $1,500

Categories F, G, H, I, L

Years 16-20 - $225

Years 16-20 - $150
Years 21-25 - $300
Years 26-29 - $450
Years 30 or more - $750

OVERTIME
Overtime for a Non-instructional Meet and Discuss employee who is eligible for overtime under the Fair Labor
Standards Act does not accrue until after 40 hours are worked during a week.

ANNUAL PERFORMANCE RATING
Employees who receive an overall annual performance rating of unsatisfactory on the approved rating form will
forfeit their raise for the following year.

Employees who receive an overall annual performance rating of ÒNeeds ImprovementÓ on the approved rating
form will receive an improvement plan for the following year. If the employeeÕs performance has not improved
sufficiently for the individual to be rated satisfactory at the conclusion of the year in which the improvement
plan is implemented, the employee will be rated unsatisfactory and will forfeit a pay raise in the following year.

District (“District”) and the Bethlehem Education Association (“BEA”) is entered
into in accordance with the provisions of the Collective Bargaining Agreement

(“CBA”).

WHEREAS, the District pays individuals for support services for

interscholastic athletic events (i.e. scorekeepers, etc.); and

WHEREAS, these individuals are classified as “Game Help” in the CBA;

and

WHEREAS, the CBA sets forth an hourly rate for “Game Help” payment;
and

WHEREAS, the past practice has been to pay the same hourly rate to an

individual whether or not he/she is a member of the bargaining unit; and

WHEREAS, the District and BEA wish to modify the past practice.

NOW THEREFORE, intending to be legally bound, the parties agree as

follows:

1. The District shall first offer any “Game Help” positions to 

members of the Bargaining Unit.

2. If the BEA members are not interested in providing services as

“Game Help”, the District may offer the work to individuals outside
the bargaining unit.

3. This memorandum is not intended to and does not create any

contractual rights or obligations except as set forth herein.

4. This memorandum may be amended, expanded or modified any

time upon the written consent of the parties, but the MOU must

be reviewed and re-executed.

5. In the event of changes in state or federal law which necessitate
changes to this MOU, the District and the BEA shall collaborate to

promptly change this MOU to ensure compliance by the District

and the BEA with state and federal requirements.

ADOPTED: November 15, 2004

706.  PROPERTY RECORDS

1. Purpose The Board recognizes that adequate property and inventory records must be
maintained on all buildings, equipment, and physical property under district control

2. Authority The Board directs that a complete inventory, by physical count, of all district-owned
equipment and property records of all district buildings and grounds shall be
maintained and updated at intervals that coincide with property insurance renewal.

3. Delegation of
Responsibility

It shall be the responsibility of the Assistant to the Superintendent for Finance
and Administration  to ensure that equipment inventories are systematically and
accurately recorded, updated, and adjusted annually by reference to purchase orders
and withdrawal reports. Property records of facilities shall be maintained on an
ongoing basis.

The Assistant to the Superintendent for Finance and Administration shall
maintain a system of property records which shall show, as appropriate to the item
recorded:

 1. Description and identification.

 2. Year of purchase.

 3. Initial cost.

 4. Location.

 5. Depreciation.

 6. Current valuation, in conformity with insurance requirements.

Major items of equipment shall be subject to annual physical spot check inventory to
determine loss, mislocation or depreciation; major losses shall be reported to the
Board.
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Records of consumable supplies shall be maintained on a continuous inventory
basis.

No equipment shall be removed for personal or nonschool use, except in accordance
with Board policy.

 Equipment shall be identified with a permanent tag that provides appropriate school
district identification.

 Disposal of Obsolete/Surplus Materials

 As appropriate, the Superintendent shall recommend to the Board the sale of
unused, unnecessary, surplus, or obsolete books, furniture, supplies, technology, or
equipment. The Board shall, by resolution, declare the same to be disposed of by any
one or more of the following methods:

 1. Public auction after Board notice and approval.

 2. Solicitation of bids or quotations from companies or persons engaged in a
business related to the nature of the items to be disposed of.

 3. Offer to the general public at prices set by the Board, by resolution, upon
recommendation by the school administration.

 4. Offer to suppliers of similar books, furniture, supplies, or equipment, who shall
be required to state their bid for the same as a dollar discount against items they
may be proposed to sell to the school district.

 5. Other methods as the Board may adopt by resolution enacted at a regular or
special Board meeting.

6. When a District-owned computer has been identified as obsolete equipment
by the technology administrator, the computer will be offered to staff members
who were assigned the specific laptop and will be sold according to the
following guidelines:
When a laptop computer has been identified as obsolete equipment by the
technology administrator,
          a.  Staff members will be permitted to purchase their assigned computer
               at the fair market value as determined by usedprice.com or its
               successor site.

          b. Payments by check will be made payable to the Bethlehem Area
              School District prior to the release of the equipment.

          b. Payments by check will be made payable to the Bethlehem Area

              School District prior to the release of the equipment.

          c. Staff members who purchase their own computers will also receive the

              charger / power cord.

          d. Purchases will be “as is” and the school district will have no

              responsibility for defects of any kind.  No warranty or guarantee is

              offered.  The school district Information and  Technology department

              will no longer support the equipment.

          e.  Only software that is not licensed to the district will remain on the

               laptops.   Software that is licensed to the district will be removed prior

               to the completion of the sale.

          f.  If a staff member chooses not to purchase his/her assigned computer, it

              Laptops not purchased by the individual staff member will be offered for

              sale by lottery to other staff members.  Any remaining computers not

              purchased through the lottery will be disposed of according to the

              methods  identified via 1 through 5 above.

Notice of such disposal of property shall be advertised in accordance with bidding

requirements. There shall be no disposal of personal property owned by the school

district except by this policy.

707.  USE OF SCHOOL FACILITIES

The Board recognizes that although the primary purpose of the school buildings,

facilities and property is to provide students with an appropriate learning

environment, the Board may make school facilities available to individuals and

community groups without discrimination and in accordance with this policy,

provided the use does not interfere with the educational program of the schools.

The Board directs that use of school facilities may be granted to individuals and

community groups for the following types of activities:

1. Instruction in any branch of education, learning and the arts, consistent with

      the school district's mission.

2. Social, civic and recreational meetings and entertainment, and other uses

      pertaining to the welfare of the community.

3. Polling places for holding primaries, elections and special elections as

permitted or required by state law.

4. Recreation, physical training and athletics, including competitive athletic

contests for children and adults.

The Board shall establish a schedule of fees for the use of school facilities by

approved groups. The fee schedule shall differentiate between profit and

nonprofit groups.

The Superintendent or designee shall implement procedures for requesting and

granting permission for use of school facilities and shall distribute the policy and

procedures to individuals affected by them.

An application for use of school facilities may be disapproved because of

noncompliance with established policy and procedures by the Superintendent or

designee.
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4. Classifications The classification scheme established in this policy will be used in determining fees
or other requirements.

Class I Ð District-Sponsored Activities

Class I activities are those that are directly sponsored by the district or those directly
supporting district activities. They include activities such as, but not limited to,
school programs (open houses, concerts, etc.), college fairs, science fairs,
interscholastic and intramural athletic events, and approved clubs. This group also
includes, but is not limited to; alumni organizations, PTA's, district based youth
athletic programs and formally recognized booster groups. As district-sponsored or
district supporting activities, building or custodial fees will not be charged and no
insurance certificate will be necessary.

Class IA – District Approved Youth Athletic Programs

Class IA activities are those district-based youth athletic programs that are
voluntarily run formally recognized by the board of school directors. As a

district approved youth athletic program the Class I fee schedule will be applied

and custodial and site management fees will be charged at one-half the

calculated cost.

Class II Ð Community Service Groups

Class II represents nonprofit organizations that provide services to the communities
within the district and include the Boys and Girls Scouts, Boys and Girls Club of
Bethlehem, community recreation organizations supporting primarily the students of
the Bethlehem Area School District, fraternal organizations, and other nonprofit
community service groups. Class II organizations will be provided use of district
facilities without charge, but will be required to pay custodial fees and/or other
personnel fees when necessary. Lease fees will be charged per Policy 707
Attachment. They will also be required to provide an insurance certificate in the
specified amounts naming the district as additionally insured.

Class III Ð All Other Organizations and Individuals

Class III represents all other organizations and individuals requesting use of district
facilities. These groups will be required to pay building use fees, custodial fees
and/or other personnel fees when necessary, and to provide an insurance certificate.

District employees requesting the use of district facilities in a capacity other than
their official district capacity must conform to the same requirements as any of the
organizations and individuals as identified in this policy.
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5. Guidelines

Application Process

An individual or community group requesting permission to use school buildings,

facilities or school property must submit a written request on the prescribed

application form two (2) weeks in advance of the proposed date to the building

principal.

The application must specify the portion of the school facilities requested for use;

proposed activities; number of individuals participating; and the beginning and

ending date, time and duration of the proposed event.

Along with the completed application, the individual or group must submit the

following:

1.   Payment of the specified rental fee.

2. Evidence of organizational liability to limits required by district guidelines.

3. Documentation evidencing the school district shall be held harmless by the

user for any liability that arises from use of school facilities by the individual

or group.

Application Evaluation

No application to use school facilities shall be approved if the proposed activity

would result in any of the following:

1. Conflict with any school-sponsored activity.

2. Access to school facilities closed due to renovations, maintenance, cleaning,

the school calendar, or Board action.

3. Access to school facilities containing equipment or furnishings which would

be detrimental to the operation of a district program if damaged or operated

by an unqualified operator.

4. The proposed use would prevent or encumber district personnel from

preparing school facilities for their primary purpose, because of the nature or

duration of the activity.

The district reserves the right to limit the duration of the lease to promote broad-

based community involvement.

Limitations

When individuals and community groups receive written permission to use school

facilities under this policy, such use shall be conditioned upon strict compliance with

the following:

1. Individuals shall not use, access or enter upon any portions of the school
facilities or their contents not specified in the approved written request form.

2. Individuals shall refrain from any conduct or activities not specifically
      identified in the approved written request form.
3. When advertising or promoting activities held at school facilities, individuals

and community groups shall clearly communicate that the activities are not
being sponsored by the school district.

4. School equipment used in conjunction with requested facilities shall be
identified when the application is submitted. Users of school equipment must
accept liability for any damage to or loss of equipment that occurs while in
their use. Where rules so specify, no equipment may be used except by a
qualified operator, provided by the school.

Prohibited Activities

The following activities are strictly prohibited in school facilities when individuals
and community groups are granted written permission to use said school facilities:

1. Possession, use or distribution of illegal drugs and/or alcoholic beverages.

2.    Possession of weapons.

3. Conduct that would alter damage or be injurious to any district property,
equipment or furnishings.

4. Conduct that would constitute a violation of the Pennsylvania Crimes Code,
and/or state and federal laws and regulations.

5. Gambling, games of chance, lotteries, raffles or other activities requiring a
license under the Local Option Small Games of Chance Act, unless such
activity has been expressly authorized by the district.

6. Use of tobacco products.

Violations

The school district reserves the right to remove from the schools district premises
any individual or community group who fails to comply with the terms and
conditions of this policy and established procedures.

In the event an individual or community group violates this policy or the terms under
which permission was granted to use school facilities, the individual or community
group forfeits the right to submit future written requests to use school district
property, unless otherwise decided by the Board.
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Fee Schedule

Use of school facilities for activities directly related to the educational program and
district operations shall be without cost to the users. Other classifications of users
will pay based on the board approved Recommended Rental Charges.

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23. Salary Increase Ð Bus Monitors

INFORMATION:

Unit clarification has placed the bus monitors in the bus drivers bargaining unit. That
requires the school district to negotiate with that group who is represented by the
Teamsters Union Local #773. The Union has agreed to defer further negotiations of the
terms and conditions of employment for the Bus Monitors, and to approve concurrent
negotiations in the upcoming negotiation process of the bus drivers collective bargaining
agreement scheduled to terminate August 31, 2009. This was conditioned upon the school
district agreeing to provide bus monitors a wage rate increase of three percent (3%)
retroactive to January 1, 2009.
